ABOUT THE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

The Scholarship Program began in 1999 with 36 students enrolled.  The program has grown to over 200 students a year.

There are two basic levels of scholarship: grade school and junior high.  

The school year begins in February. The students send photos and write letters to their sponsors during the school year

The cost of sponsorship covers the cost of a uniform (shirt, pants or skirt, shoes) and school supplies.

Even though there is no cost to attend public school, many families are too poor to afford this basic cost for their children’s education.

Delmis Ramirez and her staff of five coordinators find deserving, but poor children and offer them a hope for the future

In addition to providing physical needs, they also provide encouragement.  The students have to attend classes on a regular basis, maintain good grades, study, and perform community service in order to remain in the program. 

The children suffer numerous hardships and obstacles to getting an education, and the regular meetings between coordinators and students provide the incentive.
